Drug Project
You will be assigned with ONE other person, 1 drug to do research on and develop an educational PowerPoint/slides in google. The objective of this project is to educate and understand the effects of the drug. You will inform and teach your peers about your specific drug. Teach your classmates!  You will become the experts. You are NOT trying to persuade either way, rather, providing the correct information. 
Your PP MUST include:

1) General information about the drug (what was the drug first used for, where was it developed, what is in the drug, etc.) 
2) Statistics (numbers/charts) 

3) What the drug does to your body mentally 
4) What the drug does to your body physically 
5) Signs that someone is taking or is on that drug. (How would you know if someone was on the specific drug?) 

6) How you take it (injection, orally, etc.) 

7) Street names (crack, mary jane, etc.) 

8) At least 4 pictures 

9) At least 4 interesting facts 

10) MUST include ALL resources used on the back of the poster/last slide of the PP. 
11) Presentation (eye contact, pace of speech, informative, tone of voice, etc.) 
Be creative and have fun! Make your PP pleasing to the eyes (easy to read). We will have time to do all of your research in class using our school computers, as well as class time to work on/practice your PP. However, IF you do NOT use your time wisely, you may need to do additional work on your own time. 
Presentations will begin May 13th

Next 3 class periods:

Today: Research, research, research. Make sure that when you find information that you think will work well, to copy and paste the link into the last slide. Keep track of your resources. The more you have, the more believable you will sound. 

Next class period: Continue researching and s tart putting your PP together with pictures. Make sure you have a slide for each topic required to get full points. 

Last class period: Finalize your PP adding any final touches. Practice your presentation, out loud, so you are not just reading off of your PP.
